[HONOLULU, HI] — The International Longshore & Warehouse Union (ILWU) announced
today its endorsement of Sen. Kai Kahele in the race for Hawai‘i’s 2" Congressional
District. The ILWU’s endorsement is the first major endorsement of a campaign for the 2020
election cycle.

Kahele serves as Majority Floor Leader and Chairman of the Committee on Water and Land in
the Hawai‘i State Senate where he represents his hometown of Hilo. He is an 18-year combat
veteran aviator who was recently promoted to the rank of Lieutenant Colonel in the Hawai‘i Air
National Guard.

Former Hawai‘i Governors John Waihe‘e, Ben Cayetano and Neil Abercrombie serve as
Honorary Co-Chairs of the Kahele for Congress Campaign Committee. Honolulu City Council
